Guidelines to an exemption from compulsory health insurance

for

EU citizens covered by a private insurance and 

Non-EU citizens

Note: The following information applies only for the Municipality of the City of Zurich. In other municipalities the modalities must be clarified at first, but the procedure will be analogue to the one described below.

After your registration at the “Kreisbüro” you’ll receive a letter from the municipal health authority of the City of Zurich (“Städtische Gesundheitsdienste”) with the request of proving your health insurance coverage. Please await this letter.
Send the following enclosures to the municipal health authority (Städtische Gesundheitsdienste, Walchestrasse 31, Postfach, 8035 Zürich):
· Copy of the “request-letter” from the Städtische Gesundheitsdienste
· Copy of the insurance card, if available

· Copy of the insurance policy with reference to the policyholder, insurance and scope of insurance (in order to speed up the process, fill out the “Form A” by your health insurance company
· Copy of the student card or confirmation from the university 

· A cover sheet containing the following data: indication of the status as a student, length of stay, request for exemption (letter of request)

The municipal health authority will then issue a request for exemption and forward this to the cantonal health authority “Gesundheitsdirektion des Kanton Zürich”.
The canton Zurich declares whether the requirements are met and decides whether the applicant will be exempted from the compulsory health insurance.

Subsequently the canton will send you the so called form A. This form must be filled out, signed from your own insurance company and sent back to the canton within three months. If the deadline is overdrawn, the application will automatically be rejected. 

As soon as the canton receives the form A, you’ll be exempted from the compulsory health insurance.
