By registering for the Capstone Course you also commit
yourself to participate actively in the seminar Fiir Forschung und Praxis: Projektmanagement,
Teamwork und Prisentationen in Anwendung, where you can learn and deepen the necessary
soft skills for project work. In return, you will receive further 6 ECTS points.

Context and Project Objective: Asia Society Switzerland is an independent Swiss Foundation
that seeks to contribute to a deeper understanding of Asia, one of the most dynamic and fastest-
growing regions in the world. As one of the most prominent countries in Asia, the relationship
between Switzerland and China has become increasingly important with partnerships and
collaborations conducted on various fronts and at various territorial levels. An important
requirement for these endeavours is China competence, i.e. the knowledge about Chinese culture,
society and politics, as well as the capacity to analyse and understand the functioning of crucial
institutions and political mechanisms in the People’s Republic of China.

The increasing relevance of China competence has been highlighted in the new China Strategy
Paper published by the Swiss federal government in spring 2021. Despite the recognition of the
importance of China competence, there is till date a lack of a comprehensive approach to study
the topic of China competence in Switzerland. As such, this aim of this project is to provide an
analytical framework that clarifies the meaning of China competence in Switzerland and to assess
the level of such capabilities by focusing on the key players/actors involved in partnerships
between subnational governments in the two countries.
