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The gold mask from the tomb of Tutankhamun (Carter object no. 256a) is one of the 
most familiar Egyptian artworks in the world, offering little obvious potential for 
new conclusions. In 2015, however, I published two papers on the piece: the first (1) 
an archaeological analysis; the second (2) an inscriptional critique. The results, I 
believed, were clear and complementary: the mask had originally been prepared for 
the use of a woman, and this woman had been Ankhkheperure Neferneferuaten – 
that is, Nefertiti in her role as Akhenaten’s junior co-regent. In this workshop we 
will review this analysis in the light of recent critiques questioning my conclusions. 
Was I right, or was I wrong? And what are the implications?
